e Aol (Streeling) — Feminine

Basic Rules

e Words ending in -T (aa) are usually masculine.
Example: dTschT (boy), sh#HRT (room)

e Words ending in Y (ee) are usually feminine.
Example: &gl (girl), i (chair)

e Some words change completely in feminine form.
Example: I=TT — I (king — queen)

e UcheadH (Ekvachan) — Singular
e dgddd (Bahuvachan) — Plural



Basic Rules

e Masculine words ending in -T (aa) — change to = (e) in plural.
Example: @Sl — @S (boy — boys)

e Feminine words ending in % (ee) — change to -ff (iyaan) in plural.

Example: @t . &sfeal (girl - girls)
e Some words remain unchanged in plural.

Example: 9T (water), % (fruit)
